10 Years & Under special class — all competitors MUST be 10 years & Under 12 Years & Under
groups - competitors MUST all be 12 Years & under. 13 Years & Over groups - competitors can
be younger, but the group must contain one or more members who are 13 Years & over.

Special SAPACS Groups Information: Competitors will be permitted to appear twice only in
any Group Class e.g. a junior may theoretically appear up to 12 times in total in Classes 283,
284, 285, 286, 287, 288 — but only twice per class. Also: If a studio is entering several groups in
any one class, please ensure that at least half the members of a group are different e.g. you
can not enter the same or very similar group of dancers twice in any one class. Of course, the
same or similar group can dance in different classes e.g. lyrical and jazz, as they have different
class numbers.
