Senior Speech Classes: will be held at night where possible.

Performer’s Extracts: Copies of Performer’s Extracts (Class 107 & Nomination
Award) must be sent to the Speech Convenor for forwarding to the Adjudicator
at least two weeks before the opening date of the Festival. Failure to do so may
result in disqualification. Competitors MUST COMPETE in at least two other
Speech & Drama individual classes.

Also Note: A copy of pieces to be supplied to the Adjudicator on the day of the
competifion.

Programme: There is no charge for a printed programme on your entry form, as
each section’s timetable will be available, free of charge, as a pdf download at
WWW.SQpPACS.org.nz.

Audience: The $10 charge for one support person and venue hire (for that
section) is automatically added to your entry form. At Pukekohe venues, the
charges for additional audience members are $5 per session, $8 for two sessions
and $10 for 3 sessions for adults.  (Students/Seniors: $2, $3, $5). No eftpos
available.

For families who attend more than one art form, you may prefer to pre-order a
“Friends” (whole festival) pass for $20. This is issued at the door when you first
attend a section.

Registration: SAPACS uses ONLY online registration for our festival. There is no
downloadable or printed entry form available, as ALL entries MUST be done via
the SAPACS website. The link should be available by late February/early March
for all competitions. Please contact lynda@sapacs.org.nz or phone 09 2385861 if
you need assistance, however, please note that SAPACS is not able to do your
online entries for you.

Teachers: please get your individual students to do their own enftries. Your
students will all get an invoice/summary of their classes entered for you to check.
If for any reason teachers need to fill out the forms for their students, you MUST

NOT put your studio’s details in the competitor’s entry form boxes. All forms
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where the competitor and teacher contact details are the same, will not be
entered into the system until manually checked. These follow ups take up
precious time. We MUST be able to personally contact every individual
competitor entered.

Entries: The Executive reserves the right to cancel any class where insufficient
numbers of entries are received. Classes may be divided where there are large
numbers of entries.

class. This is a PACANZ rule.

e Please advise us if you are withdrawing from the Nomination Award for any reason.
o FEntry fees for the Nomination Award are not refundable.

1. Competitors shall be 15 and under 21 years as at 1** October 2021

2. Each competitor shall present a programme of 13 to 15 minutes duration of a contrasting nature,
marked out of 80.

One prepared prose of 3 to 4 minutes duration, One item of poetry, One characterisation

Each competitor shall introduce the programme and provide a linking commentary. This should be in
extempore style. The use of Props and/or Costumes is optional. A penalty of five marks will be imposed
if the minimum time limit is not met, or the maximum time limit is exceeded by 30 seconds or more.

Nationals: Each competitor shall give a two-minute Improvisation during the preliminary round. The adjudicator
shall select the topic. Thirty seconds of preparation time will be allowed. The Improvisation shall be marked out of
20 marks. There will be a semi final of up to eight competitors who will repeat their full programme as stated in
B. Semi-finalists will repeat their full programme, as set out in B. Competitors will be chosen based on marks in
the Preliminary round(s)  For the Final Awards Concert three competitors will be recalled and shall repeat their
characterisation together with either their poetry or prose as chosen by the competitor.

SOCIETY NOMINATION

Each Society, which is a financial member of PACANZ, may nominate up to two competitors, who shall be selected
by the adjudicator, based on a performance as outlined above.

The adjudicator will determine that a competitor has displayed a sufficient standard of performance to
competently represent that society at the National Finals.

The standard required will be at the absolute discretion of the adjudicator but will include;

o A demonstration of adequate preparation, An authority of performance, A performance with a level of
maturity commensurate with a national final competition of this age group.
If the adjudicator considers that sufficient standard has NOT been reached by any competitor, then NO
nomination will be made.
The Nominating Society is responsible for paying part of the entry fee to the National Young Performer
Awards, which is $75.00 incl gst.
The Nominee is responsible for paying their portion of the entry fee to the National Young Performer
Awards, which is $175.00 incl gst.

DIRECT NOMINATION

If the adjudicator considers that more than two competitors have reached a sufficient standard, the
adjudicator may report to the committee that those competitors should be given the option of a DIRECT
NOMINATION. The DIRECT NOMINATION competitor will be responsible for paying the full entry fee, which is
$250.00 incl gst.

Please return the trophies, engraved with your name as the 2020 winner, at least 6 weeks prior to
the commencement of your section. These can be returned to the convenor of your section or
